Be Prepared. Anniversary reactions are nor-
mal. Knowing that you're likely to experi-
ence anniversary reactions can help you 
understand them and even turn them into 
opportunities for healing. 
 

Plan a distraction. Schedule a gathering or 
a visit with friends or loved ones during 
times when you're likely to feel alone or be 
reminded of your loved one's death. 
 

Reminisce about your relationship. Focus 
on the good things about your relationship 
with your loved one. Write a letter to your 
loved one or a note about some of your 
good memories.  
 

Start a new tradition. Make a donation to a 
charitable organization in your loved one's 
name on birthdays or holidays, or plant a 
tree in honor of your loved one. 
 

Connect with others. Draw friends and 
loved ones close to you, including people 
who were special to your loved one. Find 
someone who'll encourage you to talk 
about your loss. Stay connected to your 
usual support systems, such as spiritual 
leaders and social groups. Join a bereave-
ment support group. 
 

Allow yourself to feel a range of emotions. 
It's OK to be sad and feel a sense of loss, 
but also allow yourself to experience joy 
and happiness. As you celebrate special 
times, you might find yourself both laugh-
ing and crying. 
 
 There's no time limit for grief. Jesus 
said in the Beatitudes, ά.ƭŜǎǎŜŘ ŀǊŜ ǘƘƻǎŜ

G rief is real and everyone has experi-
enced it or will experience it. Grief 

doesn’t magically go away after a certain 
point when a loved one dies. You might be 
faced with grief over your loss again and 
again, sometimes even years later.  
 When these feelings of grief come 
back, they’re not a setback in the grieving 
process. Instead, they’re a reflection that 
your loved one’s life was important to you. 
To continue on your path toward healing, 
know what to expect and how to cope with 
reminders of your loss.

might return on their birthday, your wed-
ding anniversary, the holidays, or the anni-
versary of your loved one’s death. Visits to 
your loved-one’s grave can also serve as a 
trigger. Memories tied to sights, sounds, 
smells, special places or songs are often 
difficult as well.

feel sad for days at a time or even much 
longer. You might experience the intense 
emotions and reactions you first experi-
enced when you lost your loved one. These 
emotions may including: anger, anxiety, cry-
ing spells, depression, fatigue, lack of ener-
gy, guilt, loneliness, pain, or trouble sleep-
ing. 
 According to Mayo Clinic, even years 
after a loss, you might continue to feel sad-
ness when you're confronted with remind-
ers of your loved one's death. The Mayo 
Clinic has come up with some steps to take 
to cope with reminders of your loss as you 
continue healing:
